
Jon Farinholt tapped our own Club member, Art Meyer, for a 

riveting presentation about Artõs experience as a World War II POW 

in Germany.  Just three missions away from a ticket home, Art was 

downed on his 25th mission.  Because he was an officer, Art was 

imprisoned in a POW camp for officers, of which there were only 

two in Germany.  Art shared that the Geneva Convention rules 

applied to his camp so his treatment from the Germanõs was 

appropriate to a captured officer, and although the 

food was slim the other captured POWõs were, for 

the most part, young and adaptable., and survived. 

The POWõs kept themselves busy with the 

unattainable goal of digging their way out of the 

compound.  Art was impressed with the ingenuity  

of his fellow POWõs in creating tools to dig, lights for 

the tunnels made of margarine, and disguising the 

dirt that came from the holes.   

Art and others in the camp were finally liberated by 

the Russians.
