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new at Cherry Creek High School. One of the most significant changes
will take place in a few weeks when Dr. Smith hands over the baton to
the new principal, Mr. Silva, who had Cathy as a teacher in Middle
School.
Cathy is a strong proponent of teaching the 3-R06 s wi t h
emphasis on developing the ability to think. She was the one who
instituted the mandate all students at CC HS will apply and be accepted
into a college, even if they choose not to attend. The demographics of
CC HS are varied and not all the students are wealthy enough to afford a
college education, so the $22 million in scholarship aid offered to the
current graduating class is incredibly significant. The school also
stresses community service and last year the 900 graduates gave 10,000
hours of service.
Cathy may be leaving the position of Principal in the next few weeks, but
she should be very proud of the culture of independent thinking,
community service and high academic standards as a legacy of her
tenure.
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
