For the last three years the purse strings of 

Coloradoôs State Treasury have been aptly 

held by an articulate, passionate, 

conservative woman:  Cary Kennedy. 

Cary gave us an overview of the current 

state budget  and financial condition of 

Colorado; noting that there will need to be 

some tightening of expenses once Federal 

recovery dollars go away.  We are 

currently operating  with a general fund 

budget of the same size it was in 2001, but with an increase of .6 million 

residents, 10,000 new prisoners in our jails, 200,000 additional Medicaid 

patients and 80,000 more K-12 students.  All of the additional burdens on 

the infrastructure require sound and responsible financial policies if we 

want to avoid getting in the same financial situation as California.
