The SS United States is this countryôs 

Flagship and additionally holds the Blue 

Ryband title as the fastest ship on the sea!  

Until about 1998 her top speed was classified 

but according to Maryôs father, Edwin F. 

Florman, who was onboard to measure her 

speed during the speed trials for the Bureau of 

Standards, she may have exceeded 42 knots 

in her trans-Atlantic crossings to test her 

speed.  There were several unique design 

features which were also classified for some 

time, including her five-blade propellers and her hull design and the 

design of her smoke stacks...all of which combined to give her the 

incredible speed she had. 

Right now she is berthed in Philadelphia and the Conservancy hopes to 

be able to purchase her and repurpose her.
