High on the southern plains of Peru, 
in a location which is so arid it 
NEVER rains, are lines drawn like 
the doodles of some ancient child, 
describing a giant spider, a giant 
monkey and other fantasy creatures.  
Educator, Anita Jepson-Gilbert has

pays homage to Maria Reiche, a 
German-born mathematician who was instrumental in gaining recognition 
for the Naxca lines and assisted in having them listed as a UNESCO 
World Heritage Site. The enormous geoglyphs were created about 200 
BCE to 700 CE.  There are hundreds of the stylized figures which were 
created by removing the top layer of darker soil exposing the lighter stone 
beneath.   (Footnote:  Maria Reiche was not the first to find the lines; an 
American by the name of Dr. Paul Kosok did extensive field work on the 
lines beginning in 1939.)
